Being able to recall math facts quickly will help them 

when we get into more complex problems.

Students are  learning to type without looking at the 

keyboard so that we can create typed versions of their 

writing.  In reading  we are working on summarization by 

choosing and writing good summaries as well as 

determining important information from details.  

Parents:  Please make sure that your child is reading for 

at least 20 minutes a night, this can be silently or aloud 

with you. It would also be very helpful for you to ask 

your child questions as they are reading  to help improve 

comprehension.

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Fourth Grade  
 Look out! This time of year, fourth graders make a write turn in their drive to success. 

They are reading many, many samples of fiction and nonfiction narratives, memoirs, and 

slice-of -life stories in order to recognize the characteristics that will give their o wn 

personal narratives a just -waxed shine. With this high -octane fuel, they become better 

readers as they make connections, identify characters and setting, summarize the plot, ask 

questions, and find inferences or predictions.  

 Using this reading -writing  connection, students learn to evaluate their writing as they 

reread or conference with classmates. They gain summarizing skills and the ability to 

determine what is important. As students road -trip the story arc, they travel the uphill 

climb of the rising  action, explode through the climax, and coast down past the resolution to 

the conclusion.  

Everyone should keep chugging along the multiplication fact path, as well. Plenty of 

opportunity to use them sits just over the horizon. In the next few weeks, fourt h graders 

will learn how to multiply and divide with two or more digits, calculate elapsed time, learn 

strategies for reading bar graphs, and practice reading thermometers.  

Science began with a study of procedures, science safety, and measurement. Students 

learned the temperatures at which water freezes and boils. They are also becoming familiar 

with the Celsius scale ñò30Á is hot, 20Á is nice, 10Áis cool, But 0Á is ice! Now students are 

getting revved up about the sun ñthe source of all energy on earth. In addition, theyõll work 

with the water cycle, learn to interpret and predict weather, and recognize landforms.  

Set the course for landforms and more during social studies. The reõs no time to stop 

and smell the roses as students learn about the climate, vegetation, and natural resources of 

the state of Texas. In the coming weeks, they will tour Texas regions (Mountain, Basin, Gulf 

Coast, Central Plains, Great Plains) and major c ities without leaving their classrooms. Youõll 

enjoy reading the tourist tri -folds students will make.  

 Honk if you love fourth grade. We do!  

 
Fifth Grade  
 Fifth Grade students are learning to use their planners/agendas as integral parts of 

their school day. In preparation for middle school, weõre learning to write down assignments, 

create to -do lists, and set goals. This life -long skill will provide huge advantages this year, as 

well as in years to come.  

 Our planners are designed to assist students in p lanning and organizing their schedules. 

With efficient use of a planner, students no longer have to worry about forgetting things or 

double-booking. A planner reminds students when assignments and projects are due, dates 

of upcoming tests, and where/when e very -day life events fit in between. Itõs the perfect 

place to keep important information all together, instead of on many different scraps of 

paper. A planner is meant to be a tool to help the students manage his/her lives in a realistic 

and individualize d manner.   

 Taking fifteen minutes each week to plan the week can make a huge difference. 

Students are learning that they have to adapt each day as needed, and that sometimes 

things need to be rearranged. We encourage students to do their best to follow t heir plan 

as closely as possible because we know the simple act of planning ahead each week will help 

them focus on what is most important and consequently they will accomplish so much more!   

 In language arts, weõll continue working in writing workshop and will soon be setting up 

book clubs. In social studies weõll complete our study of geography and begin exploration of 

early European colonization in America. In math, weõll begin working on prime and composite 

numbers, prime factorization, and greatest c ommon factors. It is also crucial that fifth 

graders have a firm grasp of their math multiplication and division facts. If you have noticed 

low grades coming home on fact tests, please encourage your student to study these facts 

each evening. In science, w e will begin exploring earth and landforms, including weathering 

and erosion. 

 One of our main goals this year is helping to prepare our students to be successful, 

responsible young adults. Proper planning and organization is a key component along the way!

2009-2010 GT Identification Process  
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Changes to GT Identification Process 

 
Based on the work of the Advanced Academic Studies Task Force, several changes in the identification process 
for the SBISD Gifted and Talented Program are currently being implemented. This is the second year of 
implementation for this new process. 
 
Standard Activities 
 
SBISD is implementing three standardized screening activities in every classroom K-5. These 
activities are specifically designed to illicit behaviors characteristic of gifted students. These are short, 
educational activities that teachers will incorporate into their lesson plans. By doing the activities with all 
students, teachers will be screening all students for possible referral for the GT program. Regardless of 
performance on these activities, parents may refer their children for the GT program. The assessment of these 
activities will be combined into one measure to be included in the GT identification process. This replaces the 
portfolios used in previous years. 
 
Two-Step Process 
 
SBISD has developed a two-step identification process to efficiently assess students’ needs for 
the special educational services provided in the Gifted and Talented Program. This process is designed to be 
student-centered. Level 1 is the first step of the process. Data in Level 1 of the process will be collected for 
every student referred for the GT program. This step includes collecting data from students through the 
standardized activities, teachers through a standardized behavioral inventory, and from parents through the 
parent inventory.  A student must have at least one score that meets the GT standard in Level 1 to continue in 
the identification process. Students who have no scores meeting the GT standard in Level 1 will not continue in 
the identification process and will not be identified as gifted. 
 
Level 2 is the second step of the identification process. Level 2 includes the administration of 
nationally standardized, norm-referenced tests. This testing will take place during the school day on students’ 
home campuses. The district identification committee will review the data collected for all students who 
completed Level 2 of the process to determine which students’ data indicate the need for GT services. 
 
Honor Scores for Two Years 
 
SBISD will honor test scores for two years, beginning in 1st grade. The publishers of standardized tests clearly 
indicate that the scores are representative of a student’s ability for a two-year period. For this reason, we will 
honor a student’s scores acquired through the GT identification process for two years. This does not include 
Kindergarten students. Exceptions will be made only for medical reasons documented by a physician. Students 
may be referred each year, but the previous year’s test scores will be utilized. This change will be implemented 
in the 2009-2010 school year. 
 
Example: Lynette was referred for GT testing as a 2nd grade student in 2008-2009. She qualified 
for Level 2 of the identification process, so she took the standardized tests. Based on the data collected in 2008-
2009, Lynette did not qualify for the GT program. Lynette was referred for GT testing as a 3rd, grader in 2009-
2010, so all of the Level 1 data was collected again. She qualified for Level 2, but was not given the 
standardized tests. Instead, her scores from 2008-2009 were used. Lynette did not qualify for the GT program. 
Lynette was referred again in 2010-2011. If she qualifies for Level 2, she will be administered the standardized 
tests.
